He has special training with the FBI and has
presented a similar program to ZCA staff. There
has been discussion whether or not to keep our
church doors locked during our worship services.

Other items on the agenda include approval of a
proposal to install protective film on our entrance
doors for additional security; proposal to update
the lighting in the sanctuary; update on
installation of new floor covering in the
sanctuary and narthex. There are designated gifts
and memorials for the floor covering and
lighting projects.

Parking Lot Project: Phase 1 is tentatively to
begin in early June, possibly June 5. It involves
removing the asphalt, leveling and filling areas
that need extra dirt work, followed by applying a
thick layer of crushed concrete. It is expected to
take about two weeks to complete. During this
time, people attending worship service should
enter the driveway north of the sanctuary and
park in the graveled or grassy area north of the
driveway. You will be able to enter church
through the doors on the north side of the
sanctuary. Volunteers will provide valet parking
for those who need special assistance by driving
your vehicle to the entrance of the narthex.
